Have a minimum GPA of 3.0 (or 83 average)

Have applied to, and/or been accepted into, a degree program at an accredited four-year college or university
Submit a completed application — All participants must'complete the General-Scholarship Application (Part I)

Applications will be considered based on the following; documented financial need, live and work in diverse environments,
exceptional leadership skills, scholarship and a commitment to community service.
